•Single story 
•Long, low roofline 
•Asymmetrical rectangular, L-shaped, or U-shaped design 
•Simple floor plans 
•Open floor plans 
•Attached garage 
•Sliding glass doors opening onto a patio 
•Large windows 
•Vaulted ceilings with exposed beams 
•Windows often decorated with shutters 
•Exteriors of stucco, brick and wood 
•Large overhanging eaves 
•Cross-gabled, side-gabled or hip roof 
•Simple and/or rustic interior and exterior trim
