Dana will submit a request to the Mayor’s office for appointment.  Dana will also contact the Mayor’s office regarding reappointment of Mary Lu Mendonca and Aru Manrique, whose terms have expired.

4. New Business:  Mary Lu to invite Carlene to a meeting of the FHC.

5. Elections:  Mary Lu nominated Aru.  Aru agreed to a six month term if Stacey would volunteer for the next six month term.  Stacey seconded the motion.  The Commission voted (3-0) to elect Aru as the new FHC Chair.
